During the discouragement, frustration, and weariness of our daily 
lives, we can often miss the kindness of God, on display in and around 
us. In fact, we can begin to think that God is distance and far from us. 
 

In the gospel of Matthew, we see these words spoken by Jesus that 
give us a glimpse into the heart of his kindness and compassion towards 
us: 

“Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you 
rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn from me, for I am gentle and 

lowly in heart, and you will find rest for -your souls. For my yoke is 
easy, and my burden is light.” - Matthew 11:28-30 

 

Jesus’ kindness towards us comes in the form of rest. His kindness 
lifts our burdens. It bears our pain and suffering. It takes up the 
penalty of our sins. It brings us into a right standing with God the 
Father. It comforts and restores our souls. It restores relationships. 
 

Dane Ortlund in his book, ‘Gentle and Lowly’ states, “He sides with 
you against your sin, not against you because of your sins.” This is 
the heart and kindness and compassion of Jesus. 
 

As we jump into this new series ‘The Favor of God’ may your soul be 
restored, as we better understand the kindness and compassion of 
our great Shepherd – Jesus!
